HERB OF THE MONTH: “Marie Pavie” Rose

Growing only two to four feet with clusters of two
inch white blooms, Marie is very well behaved. She
blooms off and on all spring, summer and fall, and is
quite fragrant. Humans can appreciate the fact that
she has few thorns and requires little pruning.

So what's Marie doing in the Western Culinary bed?
Most people don't think of roses in terms of
consumption, but parts of the rose can be caten. In
Marie's case we would only use her petals (Rugosa
roses are famed for their reddish-orange hips, rich in
vitamin C), They can be candied and arranged
decoratively on desserts. Rose petals are a whole lot
smaller and easier to swallow than scented geranium
leaves, lemmie tell you!
